#3. Statement of Purpose 

250-300 words long max.
Written in English
Addressed to the Ministry of
Education of Spain
Stating that you are a native-like
speaker of English
Explaining why you would like to
participate in NALCAP
Must be signed (may be digitally
signed) and dated by you

#1. A copy of the
main page of
your valid US

passport

Here’s a quick recap of the 5 required documents to be uploaded onto the
PROFEX 2 portal for your NALCAP application.

#4. Letter of Recommendation#2. Your official
college transcripts

or a copy of your
diploma

1 page long max. 
Addressed to the Ministry of Education of Spain
Written in English/Spanish 
Written by a current/former professor or
employer on a college or company letterhead
Must include the writer's name, contact
information and position in the organization 
Must be signed and dated by the writer no
earlier than September 1, 2025
Explain how the writer knows the applicant and
for how long 
Assess the applicant’s qualifications towards
their success in NALCAP 
Include a final statement where the writer
speaks to the applicant’s potential and talent for
being a language assistant in Spain
